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        Geographical education in Bosnia and Herzegovina takes place within the norms of 

different educational plans and programs prescribed by the Federal Ministry of Education 

and Science, Ministry of Education and Culture of the Republic of Srpska, the Education 

Department of Brcko District, and curriculum in the Croatian language in the cantons with 

majority of Croatian population. This paper presents a didactic and methodological 

analysis of the Framework educational plan and program for nine-year primary schools in 

the Federation of Bosnia and Herzegovina, in order to gain a clear insight into the quality, 

the advantages and disadvantages of the mentioned program document. The document has 

been present in educational process of geography for over a decade, especially in cantons 

with Bosniak majority. The methodological analysis undeniably showed that this concept of 

educational contents in the curricula of geography can not and should not represent a state 

document in which the pupils of a nine-year school, from the sixth to the ninth grade, learn 

geography. This fact particularly applies to the curricula of the seventh, eighth and ninth 

grade. The paper emphasizes the only striking examples, numerous spelling, linguistic, 

technical and material errors of these plans and programs. 

        For all these reasons it is necessary to carry out a thorough review of existing and 

develop new curricula, at least when it comes to geography. Their production must be 

entrusted to those of ordinary skill geographers, who are deeply involved in this issue. It is 

essential that the new plans and programs gradually grow into the curriculum, which in 

developed countries, is the main planning and programming documents. As a basis for 

drafting new plans and programs or curriculum, the current plan and program in 

geography for the sixth grade. can serve as a standard. 
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
