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Balneoloski i zdravstveni turizam Fojnice baziran je na izvoristima termomineralne
vode koje nastaju iz mezozojskih, pretezno trijaskih krecnjaka i dolomita sa srednjobo-
sanskim Skriljavim planinama u jezgri. Ovi vidovi turizma predstavljaju osnovu cjelokupnog
privrednog razvoja opcine Fojnica. Primjenjujuci standardnu klasifikaciju, na osnovu svih
uradenih analiza, moze se zakljuciti da fojnicka termalna voda pripada slabo mineralnim
vodama hidrokarbonatno — sulfatno — kalcijsko — natrijskog tipa, da je po gasonosti-azotna,
po radioaktivnosti-radonska, po temperaturi - hipotermalna. Isto tako vrijedno je istaéi da
se u njoj nalaze rijetki mikroelementi kao $to su litijum, stroncijum i rubidijum koji su u
balneoloskom pogledu veoma znacajni za kompleksno djelovanje vode na ljudsko zdravije.

Turisticki promet zasnovan je na smjestajnim kapacitetima Reumala, Aquareumala i
novosagradenog hotela Natura. U pomenutim objektima ostvaruje se daleko vise nocenja u
odnosu na bilo koju drugu ustanovu slicnog tipa u Bosni i Hercegovini. U turistickom
prometu ne postoji izrazen sezonski karakter, za razliku od turistickih destinacija u Bosni i
Hercegovini predisponiranih za razvoj kupalisnog ili planinskog turizma.

U savremenom periodu banjske ustanove u Fojnici pokuSavaju prestruktuirati turisti-
Cku privredu iz strogo lijeciliSnog turizma u wellness, sportski i rekreacioni turizam. U
skladu s tim potrebno je u vecem stepenu turisticki valorizirati atributivne prirodne i
drustvene elemente geografske sredine kojima opcina Fojnica raspolaze. Na ovaj nacin
razvile bi se komplementarne turisticke djelatnosti i dijelom rasteretio primarni turisticki
potencijal predstavijen fojnickim banjama.
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Balneological and health tourism Fojnica is based on sources of thermal mineral
waters created by Mesozoic, mainly limestone and dolomite with the Mid-Bosnian Schist
Mountains in the core. These forms of tourism are the basis of the overall economic develo-
pment of Fojnica. Applying the standard classification on the basis of realized analyzes, it
can be concluded that Fojnica thermal water belongs to weak mineral waters hydrocarbon -
sulphate - calcium - natrium type, that is by gasses-nitrogen, per-radioactive radon,
according to temperature - hypotermal. Also it is worth to note that it contains rare trace
elements such as lithium, strontium and rubidium in balneotherapy terms very important for
complex effects of water on human health.

Tourist traffic is based on accommodation facilities in Reumal, Aquareumal and newly
built hotel Natura. Above mentioned objects achieved far more overnight stays than in any
other institution of a similar type in Bosnia and Herzegovina. In tourist traffic there is no
pronounced seasonal character, as opposed to the tourist destinations in Boshia and
Herzegovina predisposed to the development of the beach and mountain tourism.

In the modern period the spa facilities in Fojnica try to restructure the tourism indu-
stry from strictly healing tourism in wellness, sports and recreation tourism. Accordingly, it
is necessary to a greater extent attribute tourist valorisation of natural and social elements
of the geographic environment where municipalities Fojnica has. In this way, developed to
complement the tourist industry and partly relieve the primary tourism potential presented
by Fojnica spas.
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
