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This paper analyzes the average duration of human life of the male and female
population on the day of birth in some countries of the world in the second half of the last
century and during the 25 years of this century, mostly in some developed, but also in some
developing regions of the world. These are certainly not the striking examples, but rather
the illustrative ones.
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
